约40个词左 右，因此，要达到完整就必须尽可能地简明。例

如： It is not always true that a good picture is worth a thousand

words. Often writing is much clearer than a picture. It is sometimes

difficult to figure out what a picture means, but a careful writer can

almost always explain it. 段首句所表达的主题思想是一种看法，

必须有具体事例加以验证。上述两个推展句只是在文字上对 

主题作些解释，整个段落内容空洞，简而不明。如果用一两

个具体的例子的话，就可以把主题解释清楚 了。比如下段：
