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0 0000 Sample 1With the rapid development of economy in
China, the majority of Chinese people now enjoy a higher income
than ever before.

A tourist can do almost all he likes if he has a deep pocket,
and he is seldom criticized for his misbehavior. In view of the above,
some urgent measures should be taken to solve the problem. In the
first place, some training programs should be offered to those who
plan to visit overseas. In the second place, those who have been
found behaving inappropriately during an overseas visit should be
prohibited from going abroad for a visit.
