史无前例，但考官却刻意在其中安排了诸多停顿和迟疑来给

考生留出足够的时间思考，也不可不谓用心良苦。对话内容

本身相对比较简单，属于租房场景的典型例子。其中甚至引

用到了以往真题中出现的一些内容，如：W: Em⋯, I don’t

think we have any rooms for tonight. There’s a conference going

on in town and⋯er, let’s see⋯yeah, no rooms.参考1991年6月四

Have you finished reading the book you bought last month?W: Oh,

I didn’t read it straight through the way you read a novel, I just

covered a few chapters which interested me most.Q: How did the

woman read the book?甚至从用词角度而言，今年的15题还不

如03年6月的第8题来得难，去掉了straight，把cover直接用read

代替，均降低了句子本身的难度。所以可以说今天考试短对

话部分总体而言难度是略有所下降的。但本题的出现再次强
