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000000 The alternative to competition is monopoly, where
theres a single supplier of a good or a service and that person
konwing theres no competition has the opportunity to put up prices.
Theres no great pressure on them to keep their costs down and to be



efficient. So its that competitive pressure that tends to make markets
respond to what consumers want, to offer the best deals, and also to
be technically progressive, to innovate under the pressure of
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
