Macaulay, the radical author of A history of England(1763), who
supported the cause of the America n patriots. Under Macaulay’ s
Influence Warren conceived her plan to write a hist ory of the
American Revolution. Living to complete it in 1805. Abigail Adams
rej ected literary ambitions for herself and never lost her sense of
Inferiority abo ut her poor spelling and ignorance of Latin. Yet her
letters, rather than Warren’ s plays and verse have become the
greater source in documenting signs of a dawn ing feminist
consciousness. Abigail Adams welcomed every advance for women
and foresaw more than could be re alized in her lifetime. She urged
her husband, the second President of the Unite d States, to
